New D.3.3 Training of local stakeholders in charge of 6 Libyan HEIs.

Decision-making and organizational process of the training(s): 

mapping of local stakeholders  

At the partner meeting in Tripoli (30 April 2023), the consortium agreed to use Training Centres 

within each university to organise one or more trainings for target groups - stakeholders in 

municipalities or hospitals or Libyan NGOs.

D3.2.
